All CSA After-School policies are predicated on the principles of F.R.E.D. Our primary concern in establishing the
best after-school program possible is the safety and enjoyment of your children. Our structure and planning is
of paramount importance in keeping the enjoyment and educational values fresh. It is with this in mind that we keep
the policies tight, reasonable and consistent.

We offer 4 After-School Terms (Summer 2012 term TBA)

Fall Term ~ September 12 to November 11 (register by August 24)

Winter Term ~ November 14 through December 22 & January 2 to February 3 (register by October 20)
Winter/Spring Term ~ February 6 to April 5 (register by January 10)

Spring Term ~ April 16 to June 22 (register by March 21)

Full Term Participation ¢ $900/Term (9 week sessions)
CSA Members » $875/Term (10% off each sibling)

If we have space available we will certainly allow kids to join after the term begins. The cost will be prorated. There
are no refunds or credits for sick days within a full term. Once the term has started your child is in the class for the
duration. If you must drop out of the program due to medical reasons we must have a doctor’s note* and you will
have a credit for the missed time from the point we receive the doctor’s note.

Drop-in/ Partial Term Participation (CSA Members Only)

Each child must enroll at least 2 days per week within each term. Drop-in enrollment is based on availability!
$9/hour ($8/hour each sibling) 2 hour minimum per day

There will be 2 make up classes per term for sick days (pending availability)

Any requests for changes in the schedule will be based strictly on our availability for each class.

Payment information

A non-refundable deposit of 50% is due upon registration. The balance is due midway through the term. Cash,
check, Visa, MasterCard or Discover are all accepted.

Busing from New Milford Schools

New Milford Public Schools requires your signature and approval to be dropped directly to CSA. The buses will
drop off the kids at the end of the CSA driveway on Still River Drive. CSA staff will be present to accept all chil-
dren and walk them up to the facility in groups.
